Breakfast Club / School Meals 
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Can I take this opportunity to remind that our Breakfast Club operates from 8.00 – 8.45 every morning (pupils should arrive no later than 8:30am). This session the charge is £2. per child and £1 if you have an additional child attending. Pupils who are entitled to a free lunch are also entitled to a free breakfast. This does not include the FREE entitlement for P1-P3. If you think your child is entitled to FREE Breakfast club then you must apply for this through the Grant System.
Please note the price of school meals has increased to £1.90.

Allergies 
[image: image7.wmf]This session we have a number of pupils who have allergies I would ask for your cooperation to help us to ensure they are safe in school. We are already a nut free school but some pupils are also allergic to dogs. I would ask all parents to ensure that no dogs ever come into the school building or school grounds and to try as much as possible to keep them away from the school gates. This includes carrying dogs into the school playground. I really appreciate your cooperation in this matter regarding children’s health and safety. 
Eco news 
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We are working towards reduce the amount of paper we use. We will try where possible to email and text information to you. Please make sure we have the up to date contact details for you.  Your mobile number is very important. 
Health Promotion, Playground Safety   
Can I please remind everyone that pupils and parents should not cut through the car park at 9am and 3pm when dropping off and collecting children. 

In the morning all pupils should make their way into school grounds via the Infant playground gates, and at 3pm all pupils will be dismissed into the Infant playground. They will be shown to the zoned area for their class which is marked on the trees at the bottom of the playground.  We appreciate you staying within these zones to ensure a clear area for pupils to arrive at and depart from the school. It becomes very difficult to dismiss children safely if parents are not in the correct zone area. I really appreciate your cooperation in this matter regarding your child’s safety.
No adults should enter the playground at intervals or lunchtimes. Children are not allowed to leave the school grounds during the school day unless they go home for their lunch. These measures are for your child’s protection. Similarly, parents must contact the office if they wish to speak to a member of staff – please do not go directly to your child’s classroom.   
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School Uniform 
All pupils looked extremely smart on their return to school this week in their uniforms!  We are very proud of our high standards of our uniform and appreciate your support in making sure your children wear their uniform everyday. Please contact the school office is you need more information on ordering uniform, however please bear in mind our staff cannot control delayed orders etc. You need to contact the supplier regarding any issues. 
Gym Kit

PE is an important part of your child’s work at school.  Pupils are learning new skills and developing their ability to work as part of a team. Please ensure your child brings their Gym kit in on a Monday and brings home to wash on a Friday. They can bring kit home more frequently if you feel this is necessary but please can they return it for the next day.
