At Swinton Primary we have many strategies to promote positive behaviour throughout the whole school.

We want to reward our children who always work hard and are well behaved.

Golden Rules

We have six Golden Rules that help keep Swinton Primary a safe and happy place to learn:

Be kind and treat people with respect
Always work hard and do the best that you can

Listen to your teacher and so as you are asked

Play nicely in the playground

Always wear school uniform
Please encourage your child to keep the Golden Rules.

Golden Time

We reward the children’s good behaviour by having Golden Time last thing on a Friday afternoon. Golden Time has two key features. Firstly it recognises and rewards all children. Secondly, children are deterred from inappropriate behaviour because they are motivated by the incentives.

Golden Time encourages children to be responsible for their own behaviour and the resulting consequences.

How does it work?
· Monday morning children sign up for an activity of their own choice for Golden Time    i.e. drawing, painting, Lego, PC.

· If a child is showing some sort of negative behaviour they receive a verbal warning.

· If the behaviour continues after the 3rd verbal warning the teacher puts warning card quietly on desk next to child.

· If behaviour continues the child then loses 5 mins Golden Time and this is recorded on a chart.

· If a child loses Golden Time they can have the opportunity to try to earn it back using the “Earn back” contracts.

· At Golden Time children who have lost time sit round a table with a sand timer and watch other children enjoying their Golden Time.

· At the end of term children who have not lost any Golden Time will be rewarded with a certificate.
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
