	The pre-school years and P1, or later for some

	First
	To the end of P4, but earlier or later for some

	Second
	To the end of P7, but earlier or later for some

	Third and Fourth
	S1 to S3, but earlier for some.  The fourth level broadly equates to Scottish Credit and Qualifications Framework level 4.



Some children will start at these levels earlier and others later, depending upon their individual needs and aptitude for learning.
 The framework for the curriculum is designed to be flexible in order
 to allow careful planning for those pupils with additional support needs, including those who may have a learning difficulty and 
those pupils who are particularly talented.
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Parents are key partners in supporting their children’s learning. In
schools, staff should help all parents to understand what children are          learning, how their work is assessed and how they, as parents, can support   their children’s learning.






Building the Curriculum 5.
Why do we report to parents/carers?

Schools report to parents/carers for the following reasons: 

· support and improve learning 
· provide clear, positive and constructive feedback on learning and progress 
· to promote parental engagement in their child’s learning 

· so that learners have a more central role in assessment and reporting 

What do schools report on?

· Summary of your child’s learning and next steps 

· The progress your child has made so far 

· What needs to be done to ensure your child continues to make progress and achieves their potential. 
How do teachers plan and assess progress?

Children are given opportunities through the curriculum to show that they have many opportunities to develop their learning in the different areas of the curriculum. We call this breadth of learning. 

Teachers ensure that the children are given challenges within their learning so that they are stretched to the best of their ability when completing tasks. 

Children need to apply the knowledge and skills they have gained in one area of the curriculum to other areas. For example if they are learning how to write an explanation in Language they should be able to transfer the skills taught so that they can write a scientific explanation. 

Range of reporting approaches

There are a number of ways that you will find out about how your child is doing. You will know through the work that they tell you about at home. There are parent’s nights when you have the opportunity to speak to your child’s teacher/s and the yearly report which details progress made strengths and next steps, which you will be familiar with. 
We also regularly look at other approaches to reporting that will involve learners and parents including Meet the teacher sessions, open days, displays of knowledge, showcases, learning logs and social media updates.
